After two years of home
cooking, the recipe is certainly working. Geneva finished
off a 14-4 season on its home field in 2009 and have now
combined for a mark of 24-6 on its home turf in two years.

REWRITING HISTORY

Following another historic season on the field, the Geneva
College record book continues to be rewritten year after
year. The graduating class of 2009 won more combined
games (118) than any other class in school history. That
group also has broken a total of 12 school records along
the way. Amy Pearce finished her brilliant career as a two-
time NCCAA All-American and now holds eight offensive
school records including single season records for hits,
batting average, home runs and RBI’s. She also holds
career records for those same four categories. Michawn
Rich broke the school record for runs scored in a career
and Ashley Archer now holds the career record for wins,
saves and strikeouts.
