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HISTORY Geneva, a private four-year Christian college of the
liberal arts and sciences, was founded in 1848 by the Reformed
Presbyterian Church of North America in Northwood, Ohio. In
1880 we were moved to our current campus in historic Beaver
Falls, Pennsylvania.

LOCATION our 55-acre campus is situated in the foothills
of the Allegheny Mountains, only 35 miles from downtown
Pittsburgh.

ENROLLMENT oOf the nearly 1,400 undergraduate
students who call Geneva home, 45 percent are male, 55
percent are female, and approximately 10 percent are ethnic
minorities. We come from across the country and around the
world, representing 35 states and 13 nations. Geneva also
enrolls 300 graduate students and 350 undergraduate degree
completion students.
