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How to Apply for Financial Aid?  

ÅFile the FAFSA 

ÅThis is the only way to be considered for 
need-based federal, state and Geneva aid 

ÅGenevaôs priority filing date is March 15 

ÅThe FAFSA is the only application needed for 
federal, most state and most Geneva aid 

ÅInformation is sent to your state grant agency  

ÅPrivate scholarships may have other 
applications

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FAFSA on the Web  

Good reasons to file electronically: 

ÅBuilt-in edits to prevent costly errors  

ÅSkip-logic allows student and/or parent to skip 
unnecessary questions 

ÅMore timely submission of original application and any 
necessary corrections 

ÅMore detailed instructions and ñhelpò for common 
questions 

ÅAbility to check application status on-line 

ÅSimplified application process in the future 
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Pin Number  

ÅWeb site: 
www.pin.ed.gov 

ÅStudent and one parent 

ÅSign FAFSA electronically 

ÅNot required, but speeds 
processing 

ÅMay be used by students 
and parents throughout 
the aid process, 
including subsequent

ïAvailable within 1-2 weeks of electronic tax filing  

ïAvailable within 6-8 weeks of paper tax filing  

ïMakes verification of income easier 

ïIf you donôt use IRS data retrieval, you may need to 
request a tax transcript from the IRS ï 800.908.9946
